· Laboratory Commissioning and Certification 

· Emerging Issues in Biosafety and Biocontainment for Operations and Maintenance Personnel

These courses are accredited by the International Association for Continuing Education and Training.  The courses are designed as the first stage of a certificate program, which, if the participant elects to enroll, leads to completion of a practicum and final project, and the award of a certificate in Operations and Maintenance.  However, participation in the certificate program is not required for those attending these courses.
